EXPLANATION OF THE TABLE

Most of the sites are individual properties, but several are major regional plumes - incorporating scores of properties and responsible parties.

Many of the sites that are not directly military/aerospace in origin were in fact connected to the "defense" industry. Landfills, metalworkers, chemical companies, etc. served as suppliers, subcontractors, and disposers for the military and its contractors.

Not all contaminants of concern are listed. Here are the abbreviations.

CTC - carbon tetrachloride

DBCP - dibromochloropropane

DCE - dichlolroethylene

DU - "depleted" uranium

MEK - methyl ethyl ketone

NDMA - N-nitrosodimethylamine

PAH - polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons
PCBs - polychlorinated biphenyls

PCE - tetrachloroethylene

TCA - trichloroethane

TCE - trichloroethylene

TPH - (total) petroleum hydrocarbons

VC - vinyl chloride

VOCs - volatile organic compounds

As explained in the summary report, the "indoor air" column denotes sites where there has been a mention of POTENTIAL vapor intrusion. Some of these sites have been investigated and been given a clean bill of health - though investigators may have used what CPEO considers an unprotective standard. Others, with a proven vapor intrusion problem, have had mitigation installed. Most haven't been fully evaluated. And it's likely that many of the sites that didn't mention indoor air didn't do so because there was no place in the data records to do so. Thus, the X's are not definitive, but they help paint an overall picture.
